The orienteering festival “White Nights” will be held 2 km far from poselok Yagodnoe (поселок Ягодное), the north part of Berstovoe lake (озеро Берестовое) of Priozerskiy part of Leningrad region.

You can get there by:

-the train from Saint-Petersburg Finland railway station (Финляндский вокзал) to Losevo train station (Лосево) (approximate travel time is 2h15m), then 7 km by bus
